II. Create a digital presentation (slide show) to show the class containing the following information:

a. Introduction slide listing chosen area and your names.

b. Map showing world location of chosen area and the modern-day name(s) of the area.
c. Brief explanation of religious structure of ancient people in chosen area. (Not modern-day religion.)
d. Some interesting cultural information (for example: diet, clothing, traditions, etc.)

e. Works Cited – create a slide giving credit to the sources of your information and the source for your myth. Please use MLA format in completing this list (easybib.com).
III. Find a creation/origin myth from the area/people you have chosen. Take detailed notes on the plot of the story as you read. Create a digital story board which tells the story and can be presented to the class (use toondoo.com, Powerpoint, etc.) Note: if you don’t have enough plot details to support at least 6 slides, find a different myth or another version.
IMPORTANT NOTES:

· Please take your time and do a good job on this project. It will count as both a project and a test grade, so it is VERY important that you do a good job.

· Sources must be cited: for pictures – simply list the website at the bottom of the picture; for the myth and other information – use MLA format to create a Works Cited page.
